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CONSTITUTION OF THE
OHIO DISTRICT COUNCIL, INC.
OF THE ASSEMBLIES OF GOD
CONSTITUTIONAL DECLARATION

WE BELIEVE:

That God's purpose concerning man is (1) to seek and to save that which is lost, (2) to be
worshipped by man, (3) to build a body of believers in the image of His Spand (4) to
demonstrate His love and compassion for all the world.

That thesebelievers, saved and called out of the world, constitute the body or church of
Jesus Christ; built and established upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus
Christ, Himself, being the chief cornerstone.

That the members of the body, the chwh (ecclesia) of Jesus Christ, are enjoined to
assemble themselves for worship, fellowship, counsel, and instruction in the Word of God,
the work of the ministry, and for the exercise of those spiritual gifts and offices provided

for New Testament church ader.

That it is evident the early apostolic churches came together in fellowship as a
representative body of saved, Spirifilled believers, who ordained and sent out evangelists
and missionaries, and, under the supervision of the Holy Spirit, set ovehé church,
pastors and teachers.

That the priority reason-for-being of the Assemblies of God is to be an agency of God for
evangelizing the world, to be a corporate body in which man may worship God, and to be

a channel of God's purpose to build a body ofaints being perfected in the image of His

Son and to be a people who demonstrate God?os

That the Assemblies of God exists expressly to give continuing emphasis to the reafmn
being in the New Testament apostolipattern, by teaching and encouraging believers in
the power of the Spirit with accompanying supernatural signs, adding a necessary
dimension to worshipful relationship with God, and enabling them to respond to the full
working of the Holy Spirit in expression of fruit and gifts and ministries, as in New
Testament times, for the edifying of the body of Christ.

That we are a cooperative fellowship of Pentecostal, Spifitaptized saints from local
Pentecostal assemblies of like precious faith throughout thgtate of Ohio, to be known as
the Ohio Ministry Network , whose purpose is neither to usurp authority over the various
local assemblies, nor to deprive them of their scriptural and local rights and privileges; but
to recognize and promote scriptural methodsand order for worship, unity, fellowship,
work, and business for God; and to disapprove unscriptural methods, doctrines, and
conduct, endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace "till we all come
in that unity of the faith, and to the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto
the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ." (Ephesians 4:13).
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ARTICLE I. NAME

The corporate name isOhio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of Gparhich refers to
the legal entity.

This corporation shall do business as (dba) th®hio Ministry Network
The term Network Conferenceefers to sessions athe corporation.
ARTICLE Il. TERRITORY

The State of Ohio shall be the territory of the OhioMinistry Network . The network shall
be divided into areas the boundaries of whichare determined by the Network Presbytery.

ARTICLE Ill. NATURE

The Ohio Ministry Network shall be a voluntary, cooperative fellowship, based upon
mutual agreements entered into by its members. It shall be incorporated as a ngnofit
organization under the laws of the State of Ohio. It shall function in conformity and
harmony with the provisions for district councils as outlined in Article V of the Bylaws of
The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

ARTICLE IV. PREROGATIVES
The prerogatives of the OhioMinistry Network shall be:

To encourage and promote the evangelization of the world.

To encourage and promote the worship of God.

To encourage and promote the edification of believers.

To provide a basis of fellowship among Christians of like precious faith.

To demonstrate Godds | ove and compassion

To establish and maintain such departments and institutios as may be necessary

for the propagation of the gospel and the work of this Pentecostal fellowship.

g. To approve scriptural teachings and practices, and to disapprove unscriptural
teachings and practices. A list of disapproved doctrines and practicessst forth in
Articles IX and X of the Bylaws of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

h. To have the right to buy, borrow, or otherwise acquire; to own, hold in trust, use,

loan, sell, convey, mortgage, lease, invest, or otherwise dispose of furaisl

property, both real and chattel, as may be needed for the prosecution of the work.

ARTICLE V. PRINCIPLES FOR FELLOWSHIP

The Ohio Ministry Network shall represent, as nearly as possible, the body of Christ as it

is described in the New Testament. Ishall recognize theprinciples inherent in the Body

as also inherent in this Fellowship, particularly the principles of unity, cooperation, and
equality. It recognizes that these principles will enable it to achieve its priority reasefor -

being as an agncy of God for evangelizing the world, as a corporate body in which man

may worship God, and as a channel of Godos
perfected in the image of His Son.
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ARTICLE VI. STATEMENT OF FUNDAMENTAL TRUTHS

The Bible is our all-sufficient rule for faith and practice. This statement of fundamental
truths is intended simply as a basis of fellowship among us (i.e., that we all speak the same
thing, | Cor. 1:10; Acts 2:42). Thephraseology employed in this statement is not inspired
or contended for, but the truth set forth is held to be essential to the full gospel ministry.
No claim is made that it contains all Biblical truth, only that it covers our need as to these
fundamental doctrines.

1. The Scriptures Inspired

The Scriptures, both the Old and New Testaments, are verbally inspired of God and are
the revelation of God to man, the infallible, authoritative rule of faith and conduct (Il Tim.
3:1517; | Thess. 2:13; |l Peterl:21).

2. The One True God

The one true God has revealed Himself as the eternally sakistent "I AM," the Creator

of heaven and earth and the Redeemer of mankind. He has further revealed Himself as
embodying the principles of relationship and assoctan as Father, Son, and Holy Ghost
(Deut. 6:4; Isaiah 43:10, 11; Matthew 28:19; Luke 3:22).

THE ADORABLE GODHEAD
(a) Terms Defined

The terms "trinity" and "persons,” as related to the Godhead, while not found in the
Scriptures, are words in harmony with Scripture, whereby we may convey to others our
immediate understanding of the doctrine of Christ respecting the Being of God, as
distinguished from "gods many and lords many." We, therefore, may speak with
propriety of the Lord our God, who is One Lord, as a Trinity or as one Being of three
persons and still be absolutely scriptural (examples, Matt. 28:19; Il Cor. 13:14; John
14:16, 17).

(b) Distinction and Relationship in the Godhead

Christ taught a distinction of persons in the Godhead, which He exgssed in specific
terms of relationships, as Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, but that this distinction and
relationship, as to its mode, is inscrutable and incomprehensible because unexplained
(Luke 1:35; | Cor. 1:24; Matt. 11:25-27; 2:19; Il Cor. 13:14; | John 1:3, 4).

(c) Unity of the One Being of Father, Son, and Holy Ghost

Accordingly, therefore, there is that in the Father which constitutes Him the Father and
not the Son, there is that in the Son which constitutes Him the Son and not the Father; and
there is that in the Holy Ghost which constitutes Him the Holy Ghost and riceither the
Father or the Son. Wherefore, the Father is the Begetter, the Son is the Begotten, and the
Holy Ghost is the One proceeding from the Father and the Son. Therefore, because these
three persons in the Godhead are in a state of unity, there mit one Lord God Almighty,

and His name one. John 1:18; 15:26; 17:11, 21; Zech. 14:9.
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(d) Identity and Cooperation in the Godhead

The Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost are never identical as to person, nor confused as
to relation, nor divided in respect to the Godhead, nor opposed as to cooperation. The Son
is in the Father and the Father is in the Son as to relationship. The Son is with the Father
and the Father is with the Son, as to fellowship. The Father is not frorthe Son, but the
Son is from the Father, as to authority. The Holy Ghost is from the Father and the Son
proceeding, as to nature, relationship, cooperation, and authority. Hence, no person in the
Godhead either exists or works separately or independentlof the others (John 5:1730,
32, 37; John 8:17, 18).

(e) The Title, Lord Jesus Christ

The appellation "Lord Jesus Christ" is a proper name. It is never applied in the New
Testament either to the Father or to the Holy Ghost. It, therefore, belongs elusively to
the Son of God (Rom. 1:13, 7; Il John 3).

(f) The Lord Jesus Christ, God With Us

The Lord Jesus Christ, as to His divine and eternal nature, is the proper and only
Begotten of the Father, but as to His human nature, He is the proper Son ofavi. He is,
therefore, acknowledged to be both God and man, who, because He is God and man, is
"Immanuel," God with us (Matt. 1:23; | John 4:2, 10, 14; Rev. 1:13, 17).

(g) The Title, Son of God

Since the name "Immanuel" embraces both God and man in ther@ person, our Lord

Jesus Christ, it follows that the title, "Son of God" describes His proper Deity, and the title

"Son of Man" His proper humanity. Therefore, the title "Son of God" belongs to the
order of eternity, and tehoetimé Matl 1e21-233lddehnH f Ma
1 John 3:8; Heb. 7:3; 1:1:13).

(h) Transgression of the Doctrine of Christ

Wherefore, it is a transgression of the doctrine of Christ to say that Jesus Christ derived
the title "Son of God" solely from the fact of the incarnation or because of His relation to
the economy of redemption. Therefore, to deny that the Father is a real and eternal
Father and that the Son is a real and eternal Son is a denial of the distinction and
relationship in the Being of God, a deral of the Father and the Son and a displacement of
the truth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh (Il John 9; John 1:1, 2, 14, 18, 29, 49; | John
2:22, 23; 4:15; Heb. 12:2).

(i) Exaltation of Jesus Christ as Lord

The Son of God, our Lord Jesus Christhaving by Himself purged our sins, sat down on
the right hand of the Majesty on high, angels and principalities and powers having been
made subject unto Him. And having been made both Lord and Christ, he sent the Holy
Ghost that we, in the name of Jesusnight bow our knees and confess that Jesus Christ is
Lord to the glory of God the Father until the end, when the Son shall become subject to
the Father, that God may be all in all (Heb. 1:3; | Peter 3:22; Acts 2:336; Rom. 14:11; |
Cor. 15:24-28).
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() Equal Honor to the Father and to the Son

Wherefore, since the Father has delivered all judgment unto the Son, it is not only the
express duty of all in heaven and on earth to bow the knee, but it is an unspeakable joy in
the Holy Ghost to ascribe unto the Son all the attributes of deity and to give Him all the
honor and the glory contained in all the names and titles of the Godhead except those
which express relationship, (see paragraphs b, ¢, and d) and thus honor the Son essrwe
honor the Father (John 5:22, 23; | Peter 1:8; Rev. 5:84; Phil. 2:8, 9; Rev. 7:9, 10; 4:8.1).

3. The Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ
The Lord Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God. The Scriptures declare:

His virgin birth (Matthew 1:23; Luk e 1:31, 35).

His sinless life (Hebrews 7:26; | Peter 2:22).

His miracles (Acts 2:22; 10:38).

His substitutionary work on the cross (I Cor. 15:3; Il Cor. 5:21).

His bodily resurrection from the dead (Matt. 28:6; Luke 24:39; | Cor. 15:4).

His exaltation to the right hand of God (Acts 1:9, 11; 2:33; Philippians 2:91;
Hebrews 13).

4. The Fall of Man

Man was created good and upright, for God said, "Let us make man in our image, after
our likeness." However, man by voluntary transgression fi¢ and thereby incurred not
only physical death but also spiritual death, which is separation from God (Genesis 1:26,
27;2:17; 3:6; Romans 5:1219).

5. The Salvation of Man

Man's only hope of redemption is through the shed blood of Jesus Christ, the SohGod.
a. Conditions to Salvation
Salvation is received through repentance toward God and faith toward the Lord Jesus
Christ. By the washing of regeneration, a renewing of the Holy Ghost, being justified by
grace through faith, man becomes an heir o5od according to the hope of eternal life
(Luke 24:47; John 3:3; Romans 10:135; Ephesians 2:8; Titus 2:11; 3:57).
b. The Evidences of Salvation
The inward evidence of salvation is the direct witness of the Spirit (Romans 8:16). The
outward evidence b all men is a life of righteousness and true holiness (Ephesians 4:24;
Titus 2:12).

6. Ordinances of the Church
a. Baptism in Water
The ordinance of baptism by immersion is commanded in the Scriptures. All who repent
and believe on Christ as Saviomand Lord are to be baptized. Thus, they declare to the

world that they have died with Christ and that they also have been raised with Him to
walk in newness of Life (Matthew 28:19; Mark 16:16; Acts 10:47, 48; Romans 6:4).
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b. Holy Communion

The Lord's Supper, consisting of the elemenés bread and the fruit of the vined is the
symbol expressing our sharing the divine nature of our Lord Jesus Christ (Il Peter 1:4); a
memorial of His suffering and death; and a prophecy of his sead coming (I Cor. 11:26),
and is enjoined on all believers "till He come!"

7. The Baptism in the Holy Ghost

All believers are entitled to and should ardently expect and earnestly seek the promise of
the Father, the baptism in the Holy Ghost and fire, acarding to the command of our Lord
Jesus Christ. This was the normal experience of all in the early Christian church. With it
comes the enduement of power for life and service, the bestowment of the gifts and their
uses in the work of the ministry (Luke 21:49; Acts 1:4, 8; | Cor. 12:331). This experience
is distinct from and subsequent to the experience of the new birth (Acts 8:17; 10:4446;
11; 1416; 15:7-9). With the baptism in the Holy Ghost come such experiences as an
overflowing fullness of theSpirit (John 7:37-39; Acts 4:8), a deepened reverence for God
(Act 2:43; Heb. 12:28), an intensified consecration to God and dedication to His work
(Acts 2:42), and a more active love for Christ, for His Word, and for the lost (Mark 16:20).

8. The Initial Physical Evidence of the
Baptism in the Holy Ghost

The baptism of believers in the Holy Ghost is witnessed by the initial physical sign of
speaking with other tongues as the Spirit of God gives them utterance (Acts 2:4). The
speaking in tongues in thisnstance is the same, in essence, as the gift of tongues (I Cor.
12:4-10, 28), but different in purpose and use.

9. Sanctification

Sanctification is an act of separation from that which is evil, and of dedication unto God
(Rom. 12:1, 2; | Thess. 5:23; ldb. 13:12). The Scriptures teach a life of "holiness without
which no man shall see the Lord" (Heb. 12:14). By the power of the Holy Ghost, we are
able to obey the command: "Be ye holy, for | am holy" (I Peter 1:15, 16).

Sanctification is realized inthe believer by recognizing his identification with Christ in His

death and resurrection, and by faith reckoning daily upon the fact of that union, and by
offering every faculty continually to the dominion of the Holy Spirit (Rom. 6:311, 13; 8:1,

2, 13; Gal. 2:20; Phil. 2:12, 13; | Peter 1:5).

10. The Church and its Mission

The Church is the body of Christ, the habitation of God through the Spirit, with divine
appointments for the fulfilment of the great commission. Each believer, born of the
Spirit, is an integral part of the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are
written in heaven (Ephesians 1:22, 23; 2:22; Hebrews 12:23).

Since God's purpose concerning man is to seek and to save that which is lost, to be
worshipped by man, to build a body of believers in the image of His Sonand to
demonstrate His love and compassion for all the worldhe priority reason-for-being of the
Assemblies of God as part of the Church is:
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a. To be an agency of God forevangelizing the world (Acts 1:8; Matthew 28:19, 20;
Mark 16:15, 16).

b. To be a corporate body in which man may worship God (I Cor. 12:13).

c. To be a channel of God's purpose to build a body of saints being perfected in the
image of His Son (Eph. 4:1116; | Cor. 12:28; | Cor. 14:12).

d To be a people who demonstrate Godbs
(Psalm 112:9; Gal. 2:10; 6:10; James 1:27).

The Assemblies of God exists expressly to give continuing emphasis to this reakum
being in the New Testament apostolic pattern by teaching and encouraging believers to be
baptized in the Holy Spirit. This experience:

a. Enables them to evangelize in the power of the Spirit with accompanying
supernatural signs (Mark 16:1520; Acts 4:2931; Hebrews2:3, 4).

b. Adds a necessary dimension to worshipful relationship with God (I Cor. 2:1Q6; |
Cor. 12-14).

c. Enables them to respond to the full working of the Holy Spirit in expression of fruit
and gifts and ministries, as in New Testament times, fahe edifying of the body of
Christ and care for the poor and needy of the world (Gal. 5:226; Matt 25:37-40;
Gal. 6:10;1 Cor. 14:12; Eph. 4:11, 12; | Cor. 12:28; Col. 1:29).

11. The Ministry

A divinely called and scripturally ordained ministry has been provided by our Lord for
the fourfold purpose of leading the Church in: (1) evangelization of the world (Mark
16:15-20), (2) worship of God (John 4:23, 24), (3) building a body of saints beingnfected
in the image of His Son (Eph. 4:1116), and (4) meeting human need with ministries of love
and compassion (Psalm 112:9; Gal. 2:10; 6:10; James 1:27).

12. Divine Healing

Divine healing is an integral part of the gospel. Deliverance from sickness provided for
in the atonement and is the privilege of all believers (Isaiah 53:4, 5; Matt. 8:16, 17; James
5:14-16).

13. The Blessed Hope

The resurrection of those who have fallen asleep in Christ and their translation, together
with those who are alve and remain unto the coming of the Lord, is the imminent and
blessed hope of the Church (I Thess. 4:16, 17; Romans 8:23; Titus 2:13; | Cor. 15:51, 52).

14. The Millennial Reign of Christ

The second coming of Christ includes the rapture of the saintsyhich is our blessed hope,
followed by the visible return of Christ with His saints to reign on the earth for one
thousand years (Zech. 14:5; Matt. 24:27, 30; Revelation 1:7; 19:411; 20:1-6). This

millennial reign will bring the salvation of national Israel (Ezekiel 37:21, 22; Zephaniah
3:19, 20; Rom. 11:26, 27) and the establishment of universal peace (Isaiah 19;6°salms

72:3-8; Micah 4:3, 4).
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15. The Final Judgment

There will be a final judgment in which the wicked dead will be raised and judged
according to their works. Whosoever is not found written in the Book of Life, together
with the devil and his angels, the beast and the false prophet, will be consigned to
everlasting punishment in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone, which is the
second death (Matt. 25:46; Mark 9:4348; Revelation 19:20; 20:1415; 21:8).

16. The New Heavens and the New Earth

"We, according to His promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth
righteousness."” (Il Peter 3:13; Revelation 21, 22).

ARTICLE VII. RELATIONSHIPS

1. The Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God shall be an integral part of
The General Council of the Assemblies of God, with headquarters in Springfield,
Missouri, and the principles of voluntary unity and cooperative fellowship, as set forth
in the Constitution and Bylaws of The General Council of the Assemblies of God, are
and shall be the principles by which thisOhio Ministry Network shall be governed.

2. Local churches of theOhio Ministry Network shall be subject to that body, as set forth
in Article XI of the General Council Constitution.

3. It is recommended that senio pastors encourage church members moving from one
city to another to apply for a letter of recommendation or transfer to an assembly in
the new location. It is further recommended that senior pastors within the same city
consult with the senior pastor ofthe church from which the person is coming.

ARTICLE VIII. MEMBERSHIP

1. All ministers holding valid fellowship certificates with The General Council of the
Assemblies of God, whose credentials are registered with ti@&hio Ministry Network ,
shall be recgnized as members.

2. All members of churches affiliated with the Ohio District Council Inc. of the
Assemblies of God and/or The General Council of the Assemblies of God shall be
recognized as members, but the voting privilege shall be limited to delegates from said
churches, who shall be chosen in the manner prescribed in the bylaws, Article II,
Section 8.

ARTICLE IX. MEETINGS

1. The Ohio Ministry Network shall convene annually, pursuant to call by theNetwork
Presbytery.

2. Biennial Area Conferencesshall be conducted in eactarea of the network between
September 1 and November 3Gaccording to the provisions of Article X, Section 3 of
the constitution and Article I, Section 7 of the bylaws. The schedule for such
Conferencesshall be arranged by the area network presbyter, and the network
superintendent or his/her appointee shalpreside.

3. Special sessions of th®hio Ministry Network may be called when approved by a two
thirds majority vote of the Network Presbytery

The right of initiative in calling for special sessions of th@®©hio Ministry Network shall
belong to each ordained member of thenetwork when occasion demands. Each
request for a special session shall be accompanied by a written statement setting forth
reasons for the session and signed by fifteen (15) or more ordath members of the
network, such statement to be filed with theNetwork Presbytery. After reviewing the
written request and its reasons, théNetwork Presbytery shall issue a call for a special
session of theNetwork Conference if two-thirds of its membersip consider the action
advisable and approve it with an affirmative vote.

Announcements of all regular and special meetings of tHehio Ministry Network shall
be communicated to each assembly and credentialed minister thirty (30) days in
advance of the same.

Network functions shall not be scheduled at a time thatonflicts with regular state and
national elections.

At all meetings, a majority of the authorized number of the respective presbyters or
committee members shall constitute a quorum. During any such meeting of the
Executive Officers, theNetwork Presbytery, or the Network Executive Presbytery, the
executive secretary shall maintain minutes of all matters considered and all
resolutions offered or upon which action was taken. The executive secretary shall
note the identity of all persons participating in the meeting.

Meetings may be conducted through theuse of any communications equipment,
provided all persons participating are given a reasonable opportunity to communicate
their consideration in the matter to the other participants. This means shall also be
available to othernetwork committees.

Any action which may be authorized or taken at a meeting, may be authorized or
taken without a meeting upon the affirmative vote or approval of, and in a writing or
writings signed by a majority of the whole number of all the members who would be
entitled to vote on such action. Any such writing shall be filed with or entered upon
the records of the corporation. Any certificate with respect to the authorization or
taking of any such action which is required to be filed in the office of the Secretary of
State shall recite that the authorization or taking of such action was in a writing or
writings approved and signed as specified pursuant to R.C. S/S 1703.25.

ARTICLE X. OFFICERS

Section 1. Executive Officers

a. The executive officers shall consist of th@etwork superintendent, the assistant
network superintendent, and the executive secretary.

b. The terms of office for executive officers shall begin 60 days after the date of
election, unless otherwise authorized by thé&letwork Executive Presbytery, and
shall continue for four (4) years.

Section 2.Network Executive Presbytery

a. The Network Executive Presbytery shall consist of thenetwork superintendent,
assistant network superintendent, executive secretary, three (3) nonresident
executive presbyters, and the general presbyter.

b. The term of office for the three (3) nonresident executive presbyters shall be for
two (2) years. They shall begin their term of office at thelose of theNetwork
Conferencein which they are elected.
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CONSTITUTION ARTICLE XI

Section 3.Area Officers

a. The areaofficers shall include thearea network presbyter and area secretary.

b. The area network presbyter shall serve for a term of two (2) years, beginning
January 1 following ratification by the Network Executive Presbytery

c. The area secretary shall serve for a term of two (2) years, beginnindanuary 1
following ratification by the Network Executive Presbytery.

d. The following areasshall conduct their elections in the odd years:

East Central
Greater Akron
Greater Cleveland
Northeast
Southeast

South Central
Youngstown/Warren

The following areasshall conduct their elections in the even years:

Central

Greater Cincinnati
Greater Dayton
Northwest

North Central
West Central

Section 4.Network Presbytery

The executive presbyters of the OhidMinistry Network , together with the area network
presbyters, shall constitute theNetwork Presbytery.

Section 5. General Presbyters

The network superintendent and the executive secretary shall serve as general presbyters.
Their term of office shall run concurrently with their terms as an executive dicer of the
Ohio Ministry Network . One other general presbyter shall be chosen, who shall be an
ordained senior pastor in the OhioMinistry Network and whose term of office as general
presbyter shall be for two (2) years. The general presbyter electedt @ Network
Conferenceshall assume office at the close of thidetwork Conferencein which he/she is
elected.

ARTICLE XI. DEPARTMENTS

The Ohio Ministry Network shall establish and maintain departments sufficient to serve
its needs.

ARTICLE XIl. COMMITTEES
Section 1. Standing Committees
Standing committees shall be appointed when necessary. The network superintendent

shall make such appointments and secure their confirmation from the Network
Presbytery.
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CONSTITUTION ARTICLE XllI

Appointees shall serve from the date of appointment until adjournment of the next
Network Conference

Section 2. Credentials Committee
The Network Presbytery shall constitute the Credentials Committee.
Section 3. Standing Resolutions Committee

A Standing Resolutions Committee shall be appointed approximately one (1) year in
advance of the Network Conference The committee shall meet whenever necessary
during the year, and shall work in concert with any structural committees and the
Network Presbytery, for the purpose of bringing resolutions relating to matters of the
constitution and bylaws.

The Standing Resolutions Committee shall provide needed resolutions to amend the Ohio
Ministry Network Constitution and Bylaws to conform as much agossille in concept and
format to the constitution and bylaws of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

Section 4. Special Committees

Special committees may be created while thidetwork Conferenceis in session, or by the
Network Presbytery between sessions.

Section 5. Committee Reports

a. Committees reporting to the Network Conference shall prepare their reports in
printed form prior to the Network Conference and present them to the voting
constituency as early in the Counciés possible.

b. When reports contain recommendations that should take the form of resolutions,
these reports shall be submitted to the Resolutions Committee prior to the
presentation of the report to the Council, thus making it possible to consider the
resolutions as the next order of business after the report, if so requested in the
report.

ARTICLE XIll. LOCAL ASSEMBLIES
Section 1.
True Pentecostal believers shall associate together in local independently incorporated
bodies known as assembliesThey shall qualify for membership in accordance with the
disciplines of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.
Section 2.
In order to maintain standards of righteousness in the assembly, only those known to be
living consistent and overcoming Wes shall be eligible for office. It is recommended that

positions of official responsibility be left vacant in local assemblies in which the number of
people qualified to hold office is insufficient.
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ARTICLE XllI

Section 3.

Classifications:

a. General Council Affiliated

(1) Provisions and requirements for General Council affiliated assemblies,
including eligibility, incorporation, membership and relationship are
outlined in Article XI of the Constitution of The General Council of the
Assemblies of God and Article VI of the Bylaws of The General Council of
the Assemblies of God.

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General Council affiliated assemblies shall be set in order or organized
by a member of theNetwork Presbytery.

Representation in the annualNetwork Conference as set forth in the
bylaws, shall be the privilege of the church.

In the event that a General Council affiliated assembly should fail to
maintain minimum requirements or scriptural order in accordance
with Article XI of the Constitution of The General Council of the
Assemblies of God or with this constitution and bylaws, or elects by
majority vote to revert to the support and control of the Ohio District
Council, Inc. of the Assembies of God then in that event, at the
discretion of the Network Presbytery, the assembly shall revert to the
status of anetwork affiliated assembly, until such time as General
Council affiliated status may be reestablished.

The services of both the @neral Council and Ohio Ministry Network
are available to assist the General Council affiliated church in dealing
with any of its problems, either internal or external, when requested
by the pastor or a majority of the official board of the church or a
petition signed by 20 percent of the votingnembers. Whennetwork
officers receive such requests, they shall respond by investigating
problems and, if necessary, recommending remedial actions to the
Network Presbytery. At its discretion, that governing entity may act
to bring the church under network supervision and, when necessary,
revert it from General Council status to network affiliated status until
the governing entity considers the problem resolved.If the senior
pastor is a presbyter, then theNetwork Executive Presbytery shall
appoint another member of theNetwork Presbytery in his/her place.
Should it be questioned that theNetwork Presbytery has given proper
help, the church may appeal a decision of this body to thHetwork
Executive Presbytery of the General Council. When excépns are
taken to the decision of theNetwork Executive Presbytery, either by
the General Council affiliated assembly or by theNetwork Presbytery,
appeal may be made to the General Presbytery of the General Council.
When a senior pastor decides to resign his/her pastorate, it is
recommended he/she shall notify th@etwork superintendent and the
presbyter of his/herareabefore the announcement is made public.
When a vacancy occurs in the pastorate, it is recomended that the
advice and counsel of thenetwork superintendent be sought and that
the network superintendent be kept informed of any farreaching
changes in local church procedure.

CONSTITUTION ARTICLE XIV

b.  Network Affiliated

(1) Assemblies which have not matured sufficiently to be fully responsible for
the maintenance of scriptural order shall be known asetwork affiliated
assemblies. Said assemblies shall be independently incorporated bodies,
spiritually bonded to the Ohio Ministry Network by the church's Articles
of Incorporation. The board of directors for all network affiliated
assemblies shall include the network superintendent, the network assistant
superintendent, the network executive secretary, the network general
presbyter, the network executive presbyter for the geographical region
wherein the assembly is located, the network area presbyter for the area
wherein the assembly is locatedhe senior pastor of the assembly, andn
advisory committee member of the asselbfy, and shall comprise the legal
voting membership and trustees of the assembly.

(2) The assembly shall be under the general supervision of theetwork
superintendent, thearea presbyter, and the senior pastor.

(3) Officers of the assembly shadlsave at the discretion of its board of
directors, which shall have the right to remove any officer or to make new
appointments as may seem advisable. Upon majority vote of thmard of
directors of the assembly network affiliated assemblies shall have the
authority, subject to this constitution and bylaws, to acquire and hold title
to real and/or chattel property in the corporate name of the assembly, and
to sell, lease, mortgage, encumber, dispose of, or otherwise atite such
property.

(4) Classification of the network affiliated assembly is defined in Article X,
Section 3 of the OhidMinistry Network Bylaws.

(5) These churches shall be subject to the provisions faretwork affiliated
churches as outlined in Aricle XI of the Constitution of The General
Council of the Assemblies of God.

c. Parent Affiliated Churches

Provision shall be made by district councils for parent affiliated assemblies
which shall be under the supervision of a parenting church, in accdance with
the parenting churchdés constitution and

d. Cooperating Assemblies

Provision may be made by the OhidMinistry Network and the General Council
Executive Presbytery for the status of a cooperating assembly according to
Article XI of the Constitution of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

ARTICLE XIV. DISSOLUTION

In the event thisNetwork shall cease to functiorfor the purposes herein set forth, then all
property, real or chattel, and all assets remaining after satisfying debts and obligations
shall revert to the parent body, THE GENERAL COUNCIL OF THE ASSEMBLIES OF
GOD, a notfor-profit corporation, with headquarters in Springfield, Missouri, with
authority to sell such property and use the proceeds derived therfeom for the extension
of the work of the Assemblies of God.
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In the event of the cessation of thiDhio Ministry Network , its Board of Trustees (or
directors) shall transfer all properties and any remaining assets in accordance with the
foregoing provisions within one year after the date of such cessation. If such transfer is
not made within the time prescribed above or ifthe aforesaid General Council shall be
unable or unwilling to accept the aforesaid transfer, then disposition thereof shall be made
by the court of the county in which the Ohio Ministry Network headquarters office is
located, provided that in such case mceeds of the dissolution shall be distributed to
organizations having purposes nearest the purposes of the Assemblies of God.

XV. AMENDMENTS

This constitution may be amended at any regular or specidletwork Conference when
the complete content of propsed amendments has been communicated to each assembly
and credentialed minister at least thirty (30) days in advance of the session in which they
are to be considered. An affirmative vote from twethirds of a quorum present shall be
required for the adoption of any amendment.
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ARTICLE I. QUALIFICATIONS FOR OFFICERS

The executive officers, general presbyter, nonresident executive presbyters, aadea
officers shall be ordained ministers of ability and mature experience, whose lives and
ministry are above reproach and who have been members of the OhMinistry Network

for at least two years (at least one year foarea secretaries). Individuals eligible for area

of fice shall minister or reside within the
nonresidentnetwork executive presbyter shall minister or reside whin that region.

ARTICLE Il. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 1. Nominating Ballot

When a person receives a required majority for election on a nominating ballot, the
nominee shall be declared elected without further balloting at both thé&letwork and Area
Conferences The results of this nominating ballot, which becomes an elective ballot, shall
be announced, giving the number of votes cast for each nominee.

Section 2. Elections

a. A two-thirds majority of the votes cast shall be required to elect.If there is no
election on the first elective ballot following nomination, only the five highest
candidates shall be considered on the second elective ballot. If there is still no
election, only the three highest candidates shall be considered on therthelective
ballot. If there is still no election, only the two highest candidates shall be
considered in further balloting until an election is obtained.

b. Ratification ballots for area network presbyters shall also be by a twahirds
majority vote. Election of area network presbyters and otherarea officers at Area
Conferencesshall require only a simple majority of votes cast.

Section 3.Network Executive Presbytery
a. Executive Officers

(1) The network superintendent and assistannetwork superintendent shall be
nominated by secret ballot.

(2) The Network Presbytery shall present to the Network Conference two (2) or
more nominees for the office of executive secretary.

b.  General Presbyters

The network superintendent and the executive secretary shall serve as general
presbyters by virtue of their offices. The third member of the General Presbytery shall
be an ordained senior pastor elected by secret ballot. He/She shall be a member of the
Network Executive Presbytery and the Network Presbytery. General presbyters shall
not serve as a area network presbyter or nonresidentnetwork executive presbyter
while serving as general presbyter.
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c. NonresidentNetwork Executive Presbyters

(1) Three nonresident executive presbyters shall be elected to serve with the
network superintendent, assistant network superintendent, executive
secretary, and general presbyter, making a total of seven (7) to serve on the
Network Executive Presbytery of thenetwork.

(2) The network shall be divided into three (3) regions. A nonresident executive
presbyter shall be elected from each of the three (3) regions. The West
Region shall consist of the Northwest, West Central, Greater Daytorand
Greater Cincinnati areas. The Central Region shall consist of the Greater
Cleveland, Greater Akron, North Central, Central, and South Central areas.
The East Region shall consist of the Northeast, Youngstown/Warren, East
Central, and Southeast area.

(3) The Network Presbytery shall appoint a Nominating Committee of four (4)
ordained ministers, one (1) of whom shall be & area network presbyter.
These individuals shall serve with the network superintendent acting as
chairman. The committee, meeting & least thirty (30) days prior to the
annual Network Conference, shall select eighteen (18) nominees, six (6) from
each region, to be placed before the Network Conference for election.

(4) No one shall serve as general presbyter or area network presbyter and
nonresident executive presbyter concurrently.

Section4. General Council Nonresident Executive Preshyter

Subject to the provisions of Article Il of the Bylaws of The General Council of the
Assemblies of God, Ohionetwork nominees for the Great Lakes General Council
Nonresident Executive Presbyter shall be selected as follows:

a. The network superintendent, by virtue of office, shall be one nominee from the Ohio
Ministry Network to be presentedto the General Council for election as General
Council nonresident executive presbyter.

b. Atthe Network Conferencejust prior to the General Council, one nominee from the
Ohio Ministry Network shall be electedfrom the candidates approved by the
Network Presbytery to be presented to the General Council for election as General
Council nonresident executive presbyter. The nominee must be an ordained
minister, other than an elected, fulltime network official. The nominee's life and
ministry must be above question.There is no minimum residence requirement.

Section5. Executive Finance Officer
The executive finance officer shall be an individual qualified in the areas of finance and
accounting. The Executive Presbytery of thenetwork shall serve as an interview

committee and shall make recommendations to théletwork Presbytery, which shall be
charged with the responsibility of hiring the executive finance officer.
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Section6. Area Officers

a.

Area Officers shall be elected inArea Conferencesaccording to the provisions of
Article X, Sections 3 & 6 of the constitution between September 1 and November 30
pursuant to communication by the network office to each assemblyand
credentialed minister in the area at least thirty (30) days in advance. Elections of
Area Officers shall be ratified by the Network Executive Presbytery (by the end of
the calendar year) following the Area Conferencewith the use of a prepared ballot
bearing the names of those ndividuals chosen in the variousareas thereby
providing the Network Executive Presbyterywith an opportunity to express itswish
regarding each candidate.

The network superintendent or his/her appointee, other than incumbents and
ministers eligible for area offices, shall preside over the elections. The same
procedure as outlined in Sections 1 & 2 of this article shall be followed to eleatea
Officers.

Section7. Voting Constituency

a.

In accordance with Article V, Section 4 of the Bylaws of The General Council of the
Assemblies of God, the voting constituency foNetwork Conferencesin the Ohio
network shall consist of all ordained, licensed and certified minists, and
accredited delegates from affiliated churches, who are present and registered at
network meetings. The same shall apply tArea Conferences

A delegate elected by an affiliated assembly or appointed by the official board of an
affiliated assenbly shall have a letter of authorization from the secretary of the
same to be eligible to vote. Each General Council affiliated assembly shall be
entitled to two (2) lay delegates, and eachetwork affiliated assembly shall be
entitted to one (1) lay delgate, except for church planting network affiliated
assembliesand parent affiliated churches which are not entitled to a lay delegate.

Section8. Vacancies

a.

Any office in the network may be declared vacant by an act of a majority of the
Network Presbytery. Grounds for such action may include, but not be limited to:

(1) Death.

(2) Unscriptural conduct.

(3) Doctrinal departure from the Statement of Fundamental Truths.
(4) Failure to perform required duties of the office.

Any incumbent thus affected shall be fully informed of the action and the reason for
it; also, shall have the right of appeal to théNetwork Conferencein its next regular

or special session, provided such appeal is made in writing to the executive secretary
acting at sad meeting.

When a vacancy occurs in the office of th@etwork superintendent, the assistant
network superintendent shall assume the responsibilities of the office until a
successor is chosen under regulations governing this office to fill the unexpired term
at the next regular or special session of the Ohidinistry Network .
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BYLAWS ARTICLE 11l

c. When a vacancy occurs in any office of th&letwork Executive Presbytery other
than the network superintendent, thenetwork s uper i nt endent 6s app
by the Network Presbytery within sixty (60) days of the vacancy, shall assume the
responsibilities of the office until a successor is chosen under regulations governing
the office to fill the unexpired term at the next regular or special session of the Ohio
Ministry Network .

d. When a vacancy occurs in a area office or when theareao f f i c e rndisnote | e c |
ratified, a special business meeting shall be conducted in thatea within sixty (60)
days to elect a successor to fill the unexpired term. Theetwork office shall
communicate meeting details thirty (30) days in advance of the same to each
assenbly and credentialed minister within the area. A successor shall be chosen
under regulations governingArea Conferencesand shall be ratified by theNetwork
Presbytery.

ARTICLE Ill. DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 1. Duties of théNetwork Superintendent

a. The network superintendent shall emphasize and implement thiurfold mission of
the church: the evangelization of the world, the worship of God, the building of a
body of saints being perfected in the image of His Spmand demonstrate His love
and compassion for all the world and promote and coordinate efforts directed
toward the fulfilling of that mission.

b. The network superintendent shall be general superintendent of all work on the field
conducted in behalf of the OhidMinistry Network .

c. The network superintendent shall supervise the work of theOhio Ministry
Network, act as president of the corporation in all legal matters, and be an ex officio
member of all committees and boards.

d. The network superintendent shall preside at the meetirg of the Network
Presbytery, the Network Executive Presbytery, and theNetwork Conference and
receive all communications directed to those bodies.

e. The network superintendent shall preside at all meetings of théhio Ministry
Network Credentials Committee.

f. The network superintendent shall administer discipline in all cases when requested
to do so by the Credentials Committee.

g. The network superintendent shall be authorized to sign all official and legal
documents on behalf of he corporation.

h. The network superintendent shall serve as a member of the Finance Committee. He
shall be authorized to perform any other function usual and customary as presiding
officer or such as may be directed by theDhio Ministry Network , the Network
Presbytery, or by theNetwork Executive Presbytery.

Section 2. Duties of the Assistaritletwork Superintendent.

a. The assistantnetwork superintendent shall assist theetwork superintendent.

b. The assistantnetwork superintendent shall preside at meetings in the absence of the
network superintendent.

c. The assistantnetwork superintendent shall assist thenetwork superintendent in the
supervision of the work on the field and perform any other function under the
supervision of the network superintendent that may be requested by theDhio
Ministry Network or the Network Presbytery.

d. The assistantnetwork superintendent shall act as viceresident of the corporate
body.
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Section 3.Duties of the Executive Secretary

a.

k.

The executive secretary shall compile and preserve true records of the proceedings
of the network and shall communicate the same to each assembly and credentialed
minister as approved and directed by theNetwork Presbytery.

The executive secretary shall keep a record of all ministers and assemblies in the
fellowship.

The executive secretary shall serve as executive secretary of the corporation and
shall be authorized to sign all official and legal documgs and to perform such
other functions as are customary or may be requested by th®hio Ministry
Network or Network Presbytery. The executive secretary shall serve as a member
of the Network Executive Presbytery and Finance Committee. The executive
secretary shall be considered an ex officio member of all other committees.

The executive secretary shall oversee the annual communication to each assembly
and credentialed minister of the revisednetwork constitution and bylaws, the
Network Conference minutes, and the annually revisechetwork directory of those
credentialed.

The executive secretary shall secure a master insurance policy to insure properties
held in the name of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God, The
Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God, the
Heartland Conference Retreat Center, and incorporated network affiliated
churches.

The executive secretary shall communicate a synopsis of rparsonal decisions of
the Network Presbytery to each assembly and credentialed minister.

The executive secretary shall edit and frame resolutions and resulting amendments
to the constitution and bylaws so that they appear in proper form.

At the direction of the network superintendent, the executive secretary shall:

(1) Assist in the conducting of church business meetings.
(2) Assist in the settling of internal church disputes.
(3) Carry out other assignments related to church development.

Upon a vacancy in the office of senior pastor of a General Council church, the
executive secretary shall communicate to the church board the General Council
position that General Council churches be pastored by a credentialed minister in
good standing withthe General Council and the OhioMinistry Network .

Following a 30-day waiting period to allow for reinstatement efforts, the executive
secretary shall forward to the attention of the church board a copy of General
Council not i fi c a tnioropastor teat his/hec dradentials @re nos e
longer valid.

The executive secretary shall be authorized to sign all official and legal documents
on behalf of the corporation.

Section 4. Duties of the Executive Finance Officer

a. The executive financeofficer shall serve as the treasurer of the corporation.

b.

The executive finance officer shall be custodian of all funds of the Ohio District
Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God, The Board of Trustees of the Ohio District
Council, Inc. of the Assemblés of God, and the Heartland Conference Retreat
Center.

The executive finance officer shall keep an accurate record of receipts and
disbursements and shall conduct the work of his/her office according to accepted
methods of business.
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d.

The executive finance officer shall give a report from time to time and shall perform
such other duties as may be requested by th®hio Ministry Network or the
Network Presbytery.

The executive finance officer shall be bonded andhall present his/her books for
audit or review as prescribed in Article V. Section 6.

The executive finance officer shall assist in the formulation afetwork budgets and
shall serve as a member of thiletwork Finance Committee.

The executive finance officer shall act as a resource person teetwork committees.
The executive finance officer shall be responsible for the supervising of the d&y
day operation of the office,as provided for in an administrative manual approved
by the Network Presbytery.

In the performance of his/her duties the executive finance officer is immediately
accountable to thenetwork superintendent.

At the direction of the network superintendent, the executive finance officer shall
assist churches with finances and loans.

Section 5. Duties of a Area Network Presbyter

a.

The area network presbyter shall serve as chairman of tharea by virtue of office
and shall represent theOhio Ministry Network in the fulfilment of its mission,
values, work, interests, and concerns in tharea.

The area network presbyter shall perform those duties assigned him/her by the
Network Executive Officers. He/She shall have the general overkigof all phases of
the work in his/her area, shall be subject to call by thenetwork superintendent to
aid in administrative or disciplinary work in the churches of his/her area or any
other area, and shall be an ex officio member of any department or committee
functioning within his/her area.

The area network presbyter shall function according to accepted and defined
procedures set forth in a administrative manual approved by the Network
Presbytery.

Section 6. Duties of a Area Secretary

The areasecretary shall compile, preserve and maintain true records of tharea.
The areasecretary shall be a member of thérea Development Teamand subject to
the requests of thenetwork superintendent and the area presbyter to assist in
oversight of thearea.

The area secretary shall serve thenetwork as a member of the Credentials
Screening Committee and as otherwise called upon by the Executive Officers.

Section 7. Duties of théNetwork Presbytery

The Network Presbytery shall act as the Board of Directors of the Ohio District Council,
Inc. of the Assemblies of God and represent the corporation in all matters of its business
proceedings, including the approval and communication ofhe minutes of all special and
regular Network Conferences It shall have the general oversight of all activities and
departments of network work between Network Conference sessions and shall be
authorized to act for the corporation in all matters of interest and concern unless th®hio
Ministry Network shall otherwise direct. It shall arrange for its own meetings and report
to the Ohio Ministry Network at appropriate times. The decisions of the body shall be
final unless reversed by theNetwork Conference in session

BYLAWS ARTICLE IV

Section 8. Duties of theNetwork Executive Presbytery

a. The Network Executive Presbytery shall manage all property of the Ohio District
Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God and shall have the authority fourchase, sell,
lease, encumber, or otherwise dispose of all property of the corporation.

b. The members of theNetwork Executive Presbytery shall constitute the membership
of the corporation known as "The Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council,
Inc. of the Assemblies of God," which shall hold title to all the property of the Ohio
District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God," except those properties which, by
agreement between the respective boards of the "Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of God"and "The Board of Trustees ofthe Ohio District Council, Inc.
of the Assemblies of God," may be held in the name of the "Ohio District Council,
Inc. of the Assemblies of God."

c. The Network Executive Presbytery shall assist thenetwork superintendent in
matters of discipline including serving as the Interview Committee in such matters.
As the Interview Committee for discipline matters and other credentials interviews
as empowered by the Network Presbytery, the Network Executive Prestayy shall
forward their recommendations to the Network Presbytery, the Network
Credentials Committee.

d. The Network Executive Presbytery shall authorize Interview Committees for
credential applicants with the responsibility of making recommendations to the
Network Presbytery.

e. It shall fulfill other responsibilities assigned or delegated to it by theNetwork
Presbytery. It shall arrange for its own meetings and report to theNetwork
Presbytery at appropriate times.

Section 9. Duties of the GenerdPresbyters
The general presbyters shall communicate to the constituency of the network the
important organizational decisions of the General Presbytery. Such information shall be
in accordance with policy set forth by the Network Presbytery.

ARTICLE IV. DEPARTMENTS
Section 1. Authorization
The departments of the OhioMinistry Network shall be established by theNetwork
Presbytery and identified in an administrative manual approved by the Network
Presbytery.

Section 2. Qualifications and Duties of Departmental Directors

The qualifications and duties of departmental directors shall be provided for in an
administrative manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery.

Section 3. Selection of Departmental Directors, Staff, and Auxiliary Directors

The selection of departmental directors, staff and auxiliary directors shall be guided by
processes defined in an administrative manual approved by tHéetwork Presbytery.
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ARTICLE V. FINANCE

Section 1. Finance Committee

a. There shall be aNetwork Finance Committee consisting of the executive officers,

the executive presbyters, the executive finance officer, and four (4) members of the
constituency at large.

The Finance Committee shall examine the departmental budgets submitted and
present a recommended budget to thBletwork Presbytery for approval.

The Finance Committee shall meet as needed to perform duties delegated by the
Network Presbytery and/or the Network Executive Presbytery to examine the
operation of the network budget. This committee shall present recommendations to
the Network Executive Presbytery on matters relating to the property of the
corporation and to the Network Presbytery with regard to all other matters. Upon
resolution of the Network Presbytery, the Finance Committee may be authorized to
take any action which the Network Presbytery could take, subject only to the
limitations of said resolution.

Section 2. Income

It is recommended hat the Ohio Ministry Network be supported in the following manner:

a. All credentialed ministers shall contribute no less than eighty (80) percent of their

tithes as dues to thenetwork from both ministerial and secular incomes, forwarding
the same to the executive finance officer each month. A minister who has an
arrangement with his/her local church or ministry to forward his/her tithes/dues
directly to the network office is responsibé to see that this is done on a timely basis.
It is also recommended that each local church make a monthly 2% contribution of
its general fund income to supportnetwork ministries (1%) and Heartland
Conference Retreat Center (1%).

Section 3. Disburserants

a. Each department director shall be required to submit an annual budget to the

Finance Committee, detailing anticipated income and expenditures on a form
provided by the committee. This budget shall be submitted no later than November
10 of the yea preceding the fiscal and calendar year for which the budget is
submitted.

The financial remuneration, including salary and expenses of executive officers,
departmental directors, and other network personnel, shall be determined and
authorized by the Network Presbytery.

There shall be a benevolence fund for the purpose of helping to meet emergency
short-term needs of OhioMinistry Network credentialed ministers, their widows or
widowers, and aged ministers.

Section 4. Banking of Funds

Network funds shall be deposited in a bank selected by the executive officers.

The

executive finance officer, network superintendent, and executive secretary shall be

signatories for all accounts and may either deposit or withdraw funds.
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BYLAWS ARTICLE VI

Section 5. Fiscal Year
The fiscal year for all departments shall run concurrently with the calendar year.

Section 6. Auditing

The executive finance officerés books shal

Network Pr esbytery every third year, wi th an
otherwise requested by theNetwork Presbytery. Said audit and/or review shall be studied
by the Finance Committee, which shall move its adoption at thidetwork Conference thus
eliminating the reading of the entire report in the Council session.

ARTICLE VI. MINISTRY
Section 1. General Council Credentials

Provisions for ministry including qualifications, credentialing, classifications, relations,
cooperation, doctrinal standards, and discipline are outlined in Articles VII, I1X, and X of
the Bylaws of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

Section 2.Network Recommendations

Recommendations to the General Council Credentials Committee by th&letwork
Presbytery regarding ministers shall be by a twethirds vote.

Section 3. Ministerial Relations

Recognizing the critical importance of healthy and cooperative relationships among
ministers and congregations for building the kingdom of God, the following is
recommended:

a. That credentialed ministers in the same community relate to each other as fellow
laborers, modeling respect, unity and cooperation as a team of spiritual leaders.

b. That credentialed ministers seek doctrinal compatibility when cesponsoring
ministries with non-Assemblies of God churches.

c. That credentialed ministers desiring to participate in nonAssemblies of God
settings in other communities first confer with the Assemblies of God senior
pastors in those communities, as an expression of cooperative fellbips

d. That leaders of sovereign local churches communicate withetwork leadership
when dealing with difficult and complicated circumstances.

e. That local church boards and advisory committees seek assistance and guidance
from network leadership when pastoratransitions occur.

f.  That credentialed ministers recognizenetwork leadership as a valuable resource
for counsel and wisdom when considering ministry transitions.

g. That credentialed ministers refrain from serving on local church boards.

h.  That the network directory of credentialed ministers and churches not be used for
solicitation purposes
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BYLAWS ARTICLE VI

Section 4. Failure to Fulfill Financial Responsibility to theNetwork

a. The executive secretary shall oversee communication from theetwork to each
credentialed minister who fails to contribute eighty (80) percent of his/her tithes to
the network within a given quarter, with the exception of disabled and/or senior
retired ministers thus approved by thenetwork who have no further obligation of
financial support to the network.

b. Should the n et wo riritiél s communication prove ineffective, further
communication approved by theNetwork Presbytery shall be followed, which may
include an invitation to meet with the Network Executive Presbytery to address the
matter.

c. Should then e t w ofurtked cmmunication and redemptive steps approved by the
Network Presbytery prove ineffective, thenetwork may proceed with actions that
include, but are not limited to:

(1) Informing the governing authority or organizational leader of the local church
or ministry where the credentialed minister presently serves or affiliates, or is in
consideration to serve or affiliate
his/her financial responsibility to the network;

(2)Recl assifying the credentialed minister

the Ohio Ministry Network ;
(3) Not renewing the credentials of the minister.

ARTICLE VII. CORPORATE PROVISIONS
Section 1. Authorization

a. There shall be a corporation known as the "Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of God" a corporation known as "The Board of Trustees of the Ohio
District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God," and a corporation known as the
AHear t| ande CRentfreeaetncCent er . o Each of t
with all powers, rights, and provisions granted pursuant to the applicable
provisions of the State of Ohio Revised Code ss 1702.01 etseq. and ss 1715.01 etseq.,
including, but not limited to, the right to acquire, hold in trust, manage, and convey
real and/or chattel property. The Network Executive Presbytery of the Ohio
District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of Godshall hold title to the various
properties.

b. The executive officers of thé'Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God"
shall be the executive officers of "The Board of Trustees of the Ohio District
Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God and the Heartland Conference Retreat
Center."

Section 2. Identification and Procedre

a. The members of the Network Executive Presbytery shall constitute the

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BYLAWS ARTICLE Vil

b. All properties that may be acquired for network affiliated assembliesshall be
deeded to "The Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of God" to be held in trust by said board until the assembly is duly
established and incorporated consistent with this constitution and bylaws, at which
time the property shall be transferred to said corporation.

c. Any General Council affiliated assembly requiring network assistance to obtain a
loan will be required, pursuant to a twothirds vote of its membership, to modify its
affiliation status to that of a network affiliated assembly, subject to all provisions of
this constitution and bylaws, including the amendment of its Articles of
Incorporation to conform to the requirements contained therein. Upon release of
the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Asserblies of God and the release of The
Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God from
all liability with regard to said obligation, provided the assembly meets all other
qualifications and upon ratification by the Network Presbytery, said assembly shall
again be franchised as a General Council affiliated assembly.

ARTICLE VIII. MISSIONS

Section 1. Leadership

a. The network superintendent or his/her appointee from among the executive officers
shall serve as executivenissons director.

b. The network superintendent and the executivamissionsdirector shall appoint a
network missions director. This appointment shall be ratified by theNetwork
Presbytery.

c. The network superintendent, the executivemissions director, and the network
missionsdirector shall appoint the Network Missions Committee as directed in an
administrative manual approved by the Network Presbytery. The network

superintendent or his/her appointee shall be chairman of théNetwork Missions
Committee.

Section 2. Relationships

a. All Ohio missionaries and missions ministries appointed by Assemblies of God U.S.
Missions and Assemblies of God World Missions shall conduct their ministry under
the blessing and support of the OhioMinistry Network and according to the
provisions of Articles XlIl and XIV of the Bylaws of The General Council of the
Assemblies of God. The evaluation of
and fellowship opportunities shall be shared jointly by the Ofo Ministry Network
and either Assemblies of God U.S. Missions or Assemblies of God World Missions.

b. All missionaries and missions ministries shall be expected to cooperate with the
mi s s ipaicied and initiatives of thenetwork.

c. Ohio Assemblies of God missionaries and missions ministries should be given
priority consideration by Ohio network churchesand areasfor financial support,
networking opportunities and partnership in missions projects.  NonOhio
Assemblies of God missionaries and missions ministry representatives shall arrange
their itineraries with the knowledge of thenetwork missionsdirector.

d. Missionaries and missions ministries shall seek pledges from assemblies and
constituents of the OhioMinistry Network only when this action has been approved
by the respective senior pastor.
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BYLAWS ARTICLE IX

Section 3. Cooperative Support
a. Churches

(1) Each church in the Ohio Ministry Network shall be encouraged to send
monthly offerings to network U.S. and World missions personnel and
ministries. It is recommended that all churches prayerfully consider balance
in missions giving so that 50% of missions giving is for U.S. missions (which
includes support for Ohio Church Planting) and 50% for World missions.

(2) Churches shall be encouraged to make their support of Ohio Assemblies of
God missionaries, missions ministries, and missions projects a high priority as
they are able.

b. SeniorPastors

(1) All senior pastors shall cooperate with Assemblies of God missions endeavors.
This includes hosting missionaries for services and meetings, providing
opportunity for missions offerings to be given, and leading the church in
making individual and corporate pledges for financial and prayer support for
missions.

(2) A senior pastor shall be free to invite missionaries to his/her church at any
time but shall refrain from arranging it ineraries for them without the consent
of the network world missions director, thus avoiding conflict in scheduling
missionaries.

c. Non-Assemblies of God Missionary Organizations

Agents or missionaries of noPAssemblies of God organizations shall receive the
approval of the network missions director before itinerating among the churches of
the network.

ARTICLE IX. CHURCH PLANTING
Section 1.Leadership

a. A director of Church Planting shall be appointed by thenetwork superintendent
and the executive missions director and be ratified by thletwork Presbytery. The
duties of the director of Church Planting shall be specified in an administrative
manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery.

b. The selection process and duties of a Church Planting Cabinet shall be outlined in
an administrative manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery.

Section 2 Funding
It is recommended that monthly offerings for Church Planting be sent by locathurches.

Other methods of funding may be approved by the Church Planting Cabinet, the executive
missions director, and thenetwork superintendent.
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ARTICLE X. LOCAL ASSEMBLIES
Section 1. Guidelines

Foundational guidelines for all churches in the OhioMinistry Network , whether General
Council affiliated or network affiliated, are included in Article XI of the Constitution of
The General Council of the Assemblies of God and Article VI of the Bylaws ofhe
General Council of the Assemblies of God.

Section 2.Area Alignment

a. Local assemblies shall be organized iareas with the Network Presbytery having
the prerogative of assigning churches tareas Area composition shall be noted in
an administrative manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery and published in
the network directory.

b. A local assembly desiring to changareasshall authorize their pastor to notify the
network superintendent in writing. The network superintendent will provide
counsel and advise the pastor of procedural directives outlined in an administrative
manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery.

Section 3. Reversion of property

The Ohio Ministry Network recommends that the following e placed in the charter
and/or constitution of each church affiliated with the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of God:

"In the event a church ceases to operate as a church, or ceases to abide by the Tenets of
Faith of the Assemblies of Godor ceases to operate in affiliation with The General
Council of the Assemblies of God or the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of
God, then the property shall automatically revert to and be transferred to the Ohio
District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God or its successor in interest, without trust
limitations imposed."

Section 4.Network Affiliated Assemblies
a. Organization

(1) Assemblies that have not yet matured to the status of a General Council
affiliated assemblies shall be incorporated as independent religious entities
pursuant to Ohio non-profit corporation law. The Articles of Incorporation of
each assembly shall provide¢hat the purpose of the corporation is to facilitate
religious worship and assembly by persons unified by their affiliation with the
Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God. Eackmetwork affiliated
assembly shall, within its Articles of Incaporation, affirm its acceptance of the
Holy Scriptures as the revealed will of God and the alfufficient rule of faith
and practice. The assembly shall adopt the constitution and bylaws approved
by the Network Presbytery. The Statement of Fundamental Tuths approved
by The General Council of the Assemblies of God shall appear in theetwork-
provided constitution and bylaws for network affiliated assemblies.
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ARTICLE X

All network affiliated assemblies shall be governed by the Rules of Order for
network affiliated assemblies, until said assembly has been established
pursuant to Article X of the bylaws of the OhioMinistry Network . Said rules
are hereby acknowledged and affirmed tde an integral part of the bylaws of
the Ohio Ministry Network .

b. Classification of Network Affiliated Assemblies

@

Church Planting network affiliated assemblies are those under the direction
and administration of the Church Planting Committee.

(a) The network superintendent, in cooperation with the Church Planting
director, shall annually appoint a senior pastor for the assembly and
appoint such other personnel as may be needed in an advisory capacity.

(b) A Church Planting sponsored network affiliated assembly may, at the
discretion of the Church Planting director, the executive missions director,
and the network superintendent be reclassified as anetwork affiliated
assembly under the direction of thenetwork superintendent and governed
by its board of directors when it has fifteen (15) bona fide members, three
(3) of whom can qualify for appointment as members of an Advisory
Committee.

Network affiliated assemblies are those which have not yet matured
sufficiently to maintain scriptural order and to qualify for advancement to
General Council status.

(@) The assembly shall function under the direction of the network
superintendent and governedby its board of directors. The dayto-day
operations of the assembly shall be under the direction of the senior pastor
and Advisory Committee.

(b) The assembly shall adopt the constitution and bylawapproved by the
Network Presbytery.

(c) The network superintendent shall annually appoint a senior pastor and
Advisory Committee for the assembly.

(d) The assembly must have at least fifteen (15) bona fide members, three (3)
of whom can qualify for appointment as members of the Advisory
Committee.

(e) The assembly may receive some form aktwork financial support.

(f) When an assembly has established sufficient maturity to maintain
scriptural order and upon approval of the Network Presbytery, an
assembly may be promoted to General Council status, on thHellowing
conditions:

1) The assembly must have twenty (20) or more bona fide active
members, three (3) of whom can qualify for consideration and
election as officers of the assembly.

2) The assembly may not have any outstanding obligations for which
the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God or The
Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies
of God is liable, either as a primary obligor or a guarantor.
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c. Administration

(1) All network affiliated assemblies shall be governed by theoard of directors
and directed by a manual approved by theNetwork Presbytery. Church
Planting network affiliated assemblies shall be governed by th&éoard of
directors in cooperation with the Church Planting Committee

(2) The network superintendent, in cooperationwith the board of directors, shall
appoint a senior pastor for the assembly and appoint such other personnel as
may be needed in an advisory capacity. The senior pastor shall serve a term of
one year. All local church officers shall serve for one year, each term of office
expiring on the last day of January, thus enabling new officers to assume
responsibility on the first day of February. It is recommended that
consideration be given to the desires and wishes of the membership in making
appointments, but the choice in each casehall remain that of the network
superintendent, whose selection shall be approved by theard of directors.

d. Property

All property of the assembly, whether real or chattel shall be titled in the name of the
corporation, subject to reversion to theOhio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of
God. No property shall be acquired or disposed of without approval of théoard of
directors.

ARTICLE XI. RELEVANT POSITIONS

In its commitment to the upholding of scriptural doctrine as the most healthy response to
relevant concerns regarding marriage and family and regarding doctrines and practices
which are disapproved, theOhio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of Godaffirms
Articles VIII and IX of the Bylaws of The General Council of the Assemblies of God.

ARTICLE XII. INSTITUTIONS
Section 1. Bible Colleges

The Ohio Ministry Network shall recognize the need of training prospective ministers and
missionaries and shl be in sympathy with the establishment and maintenance of schools
in which acceptable training shall be available. It shall encourage those desiring to attend
Bible college to consider only those schools endorsed by The General Council of the
Assembliesof God.

Section 2. Other Institutions

a. The Ohio Ministry Network shall be in sympathy with the establishment and
maintenance of Christian colleges forever bound to give Christ the preeminence in
all things and bound to the Statement of Fundamental Tuths and to the policies
and standards as set forth in the Constitution and Bylaws of The General Council of
the Assemblies of God, with which the Ohidinistry Network is affiliated.

b. The Ohio Ministry Network shall be in sympathy with the establishmenand
maintenance of homes for children, the aged, and retired ministers and
missionaries.

c. All humanitarian and educational work for the betterment of mankind shall have
the approval of the OhioMinistry Network .

Section 3.Heartland Conference Retreat Center
Heartland Conference Retreat Center, located in Peru Township, Morrow County, Ohio,
owned and operated by The Board of Trustees of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of God, shall be maintained for the yspose of conducting camp meetings,
youth camps, conferences, and such other activities as may be approved by MNetwork
Presbytery.

ARTICLE XIIIl. PUBLICATIONS

The Ohio Ministry Network shall support all General Council papers and publications
and any aher publications authorized by thenetwork.

ARTICLE XIV. MILITARY

As a movement, we affirm our loyalty to the government of the United States in war or
peace.

We shall continue to insist, as we have historically, on the right of each member to choose
for himself/herself whether to declare his/her position as a combatant, a noncombatant, or
a conscientious objector.

ARTICLE XV. QUORUM
Section 1.Network and Area Conferences
All ministers and delegates who respond to the announcement ofNeetwork Conferenceor
Area Conference shall register and qualify with the Roster Committee for the voting
privilege. Those present in any business session shall constitute a quorum.

Section 2.Network Presbytery

A majority of the members shall be present to constitute a quorum in meetings of the
Network Presbytery.

Section 3.Network Executive Presbytery

A majority of the members shall be present to constitute a quorum in meetings of the
Network Executive Presbyery.

ARTICLE XVI. BUSINESS MEETINGS
Section 1. Order of business

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RULES OF ORDER FOR UNINCORPORATED
NETWORK AFFILIATED ASSEMBLIES

The following Rules of Order have been adopted by th©hio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of Godand are affirmed to be a part of its bylaws.

These Rules shall apply to alhetwork affiliated assemblies, until suchtime as they have
been established in accordance with Article X of the bylaws of the Ohio District Council,
Inc. of the Assemblies of God.

I. NAME

The name of this assembly shall be Assembly of God.

Il. AFFILIATION

This assemby shall be affiliated with the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of
God and shall be classified as aetwork affiliated assembly.

IIl. TENETS OF FAITH
This assembly shall accept the Holy Scriptures as the revealed will of God and the-all
sufficient rule of faith and practice. In the interest of unity, it shall adopt the Statement of
Fundamental Truths approved by the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of
God.

IV. ORDINANCES

Section 1. Baptism by Immersion
The ordinance of baptism by immersion in water (Matt. 28:19) shall be administered to all
who have repented of their sins and believed on the Lord Jesus Christ to the saving of
their souls, and who have given clear evidence of their salvation (Romans 63Col. 2:12).
Section 2. The Lord's Supper

The ordinance of the Lord's Supper shall be observed regularly as enjoined in the
Scriptures (Luke 22:19, 20; | Cor. 11:2326).

V. MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Qualifications
Membership in this assembly shall be open to those who:
a. Show evidence of a genuine experience of salvation (John 3:37;8 Cor. 5:17).
b. Show evidence of a consistent Christian life (Gal. 2:20; 5:224).
c. Show evidere of having received or to be earnestly seeking the Baptism of the Holy
Spirit.
d. Refrain from worldliness (I John 2:15-17), such as:

(1) participation in activity which defiles the body or corrupts the mind and spirit.

(2) bhaving an inordinate love of or preoccupation with pleasures, position, or
possessions, which lead to their misuse.

(3) manifesting extreme behavior, unbecoming speech, or inappropriate
appearance.

(4) having a fascination or association which lessens one'fegtion for spiritual
things.

Abstain from alcoholic beverages of every kind and the use of tobacco amy form

Subscribe to the Tenets of Faith as set forth in the Rules of Order of this assembly.
Indicate a willingness to cooperate in the work of this assembly and to be governed
by its Rules of Order and to contribute regularly to its support as the Lord may
prosper them.

Section 2. Reception of Members

The senior pastor, together with the Advisory Committee, shall pass upon all candidates
for membership in this assembly. Those individuals desiring to apply for membership
shall fill out the application form provided by The General Council of the Assemblies of
God and submit it to the senior pastor. If, after proper investigation, the applicant is
endorsed for membership, he/she may be publicly received in any convenient seeviend
his/her name inscribed upon the membership roll.

Section 3. Classification of Membership

a.

Active Membership

All those who meet the Scriptural standards for membership and have passed their
16th birthday shall constitute the active membershipf the assembly.

Junior Membership

Members who shall not have passed their 16th birthday shall constitute the junior
membership.

Associate Membership

Members who shall have moved from the city but have not transferred membership
to another church or those members who by reason of physical incapacitation
cannot attend service shall be classified as associate members.

Inactive Membership

Enrolled members of the assembly who shall willfully absent themselves from the
services of the chuch for a period of three or more consecutive months, or who
cease to contribute of their means to its support, or who may be out of harmony
with its teachings and ministries, or who shall be under charges of misconduct, or
who may have fallen into condemnton through sinful or worldly practices shall be
considered inactive by action of the senior pastor and Advisory Committee.
Inactive members may be restored to an active status at the discretion of the senior
pastor and Advisory Committee.
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e. Voting Membership

The voting constituency of the church shall consist of all active members of the
church.

Section 4. Revision of Membership Roll and Discipline of Members

a. It shall be the duty of the senior pastor, in cooperation with the Advisory
Committee, to revise the membership roll of the assembly at least once a year prior
to the annual business meeting.

b. Any individual removed from a membership classification shall have the right of
protest and be entitled to a hearing before th&letwork Presbytery.

Section 5. Transfer of Membership

A letter of transfer, signed by the senior pastor, shall be granted upon request and sent to
the senior pastor or secretary of the receiving church. It shall state whether or not the
member is in good standing irthe local assembly. If he is not in good standing, reason for
his/her unfavorable rating shall be indicated.

VI. ADMINISTRATION
Section 1. Trustees

The members of the Network Presbytery of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the
Assemblies of Godshall be trustees of the assembly. The trustees shall have complete
authority over the assembly and shall utilize the services of theetwork superintendent to
provide pastoral care, appoint necessary officers, etc., as specified in the Constitution and
Bylaws of the Ohio District Council, Inc. of the Assemblies of God.

Section 2. Officers

The network superintendent, in cooperation with theNetwork Presbytery, shall appoint a
senior pastor for the assembly and such other personnel as may be needed in an advisory
capacity. The senior pastor shall serve for a term of one year. All officers shall serve for
one year, each term of office expiring on th last day of January, thus enabling new
officers to assume responsibility on the first of February. It is recommended that
consideration be given to the desires and wishes of the membership in making
appointments, but the choice in each case shall rematinat of the network superintendent,
whose selection shall be approved by tHdetwork Presbytery.

Section 3. Advisory Committee

The Network Presbytery shall appoint an Advisory Committee of three members to
counsel with the senior pastor on matters of alrch policy.

Section 4. Duties of Officers
a. Senior Pastor
The senior pastor shall be recognized as the spiritual head and general overseer of
the assembly and shall direct all of its activities under the supervision of the
Network Presbytery. All other officers or committees that may be appointed shall

serve under his/her supervision. The senior pastor shall report to théletwork
Presbytery as requested, using forms provided for this purpose.
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b. Secretary

The secretary shall record and preserve minutes of the annual and special business
meetings of the assembly. He/She shall keep a record of the membership of the
assembly and perform any other clerical work necessary to the proper discharge of
his/her duties.

c. Treasurer

The treasurer shall be the custodian of the funds of the assembly and shall receive
and disburse the same under the direction of the senior pastor and the Board of
Trustees. He/She shall deposit all funds in his/her care in a respde bank and
make all disbursements by check. He/She shall keep a true and accurate record of
all monies received and disbursed. He/She shall make reports as may be requested.
His/Her books shall be audited at least once a year and when he/she retifesm
office. This regulation shall likewise apply to the various departmental treasurers,
including the custodian of missions funds.

d. Network Supervision

All officers shall serve under the direction of the senior pastor and thé&etwork
Presbytery. Any action taken by them or the assembly shall be subject to review
and approval by the Network Presbytery, which shall also be recognized as having
the right to remove any officer or to make new appointments as may seem
advisable.

Section 5 Business Meetings

Business meetings may be arranged by the senior pastor d¥etwork Presbytery.
Adequate notice of the time and purpose of a business meeting shall be given to all
members. “"Adequate notice” shall be defined as a public announcement otwo
consecutive Sundays before the business meeting or a written announcement mailed to
each member's address of record no less than three days before the meeting.

All departments shall be under the direct supervision of the senior pastor, who may
personally direct their activities or appoint competent leaders other than those individuals
appointed by theNetwork Presbytery.
